This agreement was approved at the February 22, 2005, Board Meeting. The
agreement is being revised to reflect changes and requirements recently made to
the 21°' Century Community Learning Center (21%' CCLC) grants by the California
Department of Education (CDE). The CDE has divided our original 21 CCLC grant
between two cohorts and is requiring that we submit separate sets of reports,
data and evaluations on each cohort. These additional requirements will result in
additional costs that were not anticipated when the original agreement was
written. The revisions made to the agreement reflect the new fee structure
needed for SES to handle the additional reports and evaluations.

Much of the credit for Fullerton School District’'s success in securing and
implementing the highly sought after 21°' CCLC grant funding must go to SES, the
consulting group which has played a major role in the grant application process.

SES provides assistance in the implementation of the grant programs, develops
data collection systems, prepares all required evaluation reports not related to
budgets, prepares annual continuation applications and final evaluation reports
for the program.

Revised compensation for these services in support of the 215 CCLC grant will
be $38,965.50 annually (not to exceed 7% of the grant) for each of the five
years of this round of the grant, retroactive to January 2004, when preparation
began. All funding for these services will come from the State and Federal funds
received under the terms of the annual authorization of the 21° CCLC grant.

The Board returned to Open Session at 5:38 p.m., and students from Hermosa Drive School led the Pledge
of Allegiance to the flag.

Introductions/Recognitions

Becky D’Arrigo introduced Officer Jose Flores of the Fullerton Police Department. Mrs. D’Arrigo, along with
Margy Price, Olga Hofreiter, Carolyn Millikin, Bob Johnson, Geoff Spalding, Steve Matson, and Maureen
Beccera, praised and thanked Office Flores for his dedication to children, willingness to help at all times,
being a positive role model for students, and going above and beyond at the schools interacting with
students and staff with integrity and friendship.

Superintendent’s Report

Dr. McCune reported: two sixth-grade students, Ashley Song and Sunghyn Lee, were the co-winners of the
District’s Spelling Bee on February 2; Nicolas Junior High student Diana Greazel won the DAR American
History Essay Contest and will advance to compete at the State level; the Fullerton Elks Essay Contest
winners have advanced to the County level of competition; attended the Hermosa Drive School Locks of
Love Haircutting event and thanked Luz Howchin and Abigail Adams for donating their hair; the City of
Fullerton recently held the “Fullerton Wireless” kickoff celebration at Villa del Sol and was well attended by
students, staff, and the business community. Dr. McCune also read a statement in response to the Fullerton
Elementary Teachers Association’s (FETA) comments at the February 8 Board meeting. Superintendent
McCune stated that the Board has confidence in Mr. Douglas and the Negotiation Team, and they are also
confident that the professional educators in the District will allow the process to work without resorting to
activities that are divisive of staff, students, parents, administrators, and the Board.

Information from the Board of Trustees
Trustee Bass stated that what wasn’t addressed in the Superintendent’s statement was that the perception
by teachers is that they do not believe the Board and Administration see through their eyes, and decisions




need to made. Mr. Bass commented he has been asking for the budget, and if the budget is not in control,
decisions cannot be made. Trustee Bass apologized for having the emergency February 11 Special Board
meeting in that he feels it did not create a level playing field and provided a clear advantage to the
supporters of the International Baccalaureate Program. Mr. Bass stated that open enroliment was forcing a
decision, and there is time for parents to make a decision regarding what school they wish their child to
attend. Trustee Bass commented he would like to show his support that parents who do not believe in the
International Baccalaureate Program should have beyond March 2 to make their decision. Trustee Duncan
stated he did vote against the IB Program but now feels the District should move ahead to do its very best to
make the program successful. Mr. Duncan stated he attended the Founders Day Program at Rolling Hills
School where several grade levels presented skits, and it was well attended by the community. Trustee
Duncan noted he attended the kickoff of the Project Fit America program at Orangethorpe School and
commented he enjoyed the Orangethorpe Band who performed in the Media Center.

Beverly Berryman stated the PTA Council will remain neutral during the negotiations process and asked the
District and the FETA to please come to a speedy conclusion.

Barbara Moore stated that compared to other elementary districts, this District’s teacher salaries are below
average. Mrs. Moore also commented that programs and activities continue to be added to teachers’
responsibilities.

Gaye Besler and Janet Steger presented a brief iMovie entitled “School Based Staff Development” regarding
the activities of the recent staff development day at the school sites.

Public Comments

Hermosa Drive student Abby Adam thanked the Board Members and staff for attending the recent
haircutting event at her school.

Beverly Berryman stated she is concerned that eighth graders will miss out on their first day of summer
school in the high school district because of the 2005/2006 calendar, and she suggested that the eighth
graders begin school before Labor Day as an option.

Community members and District teachers spoke to the Board regarding their concerns that there is still no
Contract for the teachers and that the District should review its policy regarding intradistrict transfers.

APPROVE RECOMMENDATIONS TO REDUCE DISTRICT EXPENSES 2004-2005
THROUGH 2006-2007

The impact of the State of California’s budget deficit continues to negatively impact
school districts’ ability to fund programs, support services, and factors of employee
compensation at desired levels. Since 1970 California school funding has dropped
from the top five of fifty (50) states to number forty-four. In both 2003-04 and 2002-03
District expenditure budgets were reviewed, the Board of Trustees approved budget
reductions by over $4 million dollars, and some classified management and classified
bargaining unit positions were unfortunately eliminated. Compounding the impact of
the District receiving no cost of living increase in the 2003-04 year and in fact having a
1.2 % rollback (deficit) applied to its base income, the District strove to maintain
educational programs, and addressed the need to pay increasing costs of medical
premiums and continued to compensate employees for additional work and
educational work experience (step/column/longevity.) The three-year financial
projection, 2004-05 through 2006-07, incorporates information forecasted by the
Governor in January 2005, which forms a basis of District assumptions for the next
two fiscal years. While Fullerton has not experienced decreased enrollment like most
other Orange County school districts, a one percent enrollment decline has been
included in budget projections for the next two fiscal years. This 2004-05 year a
growth of 55 ADA is projected. The result of the multi-year assumptions through June
2007 project that the District would be unable to meet its financial obligations ‘as of
June 2007’ given existing spending patterns and the need to address employee
compensation needs.

Accordingly, for the third consecutive year a budget review process was implemented.
District Office department heads reviewed their current year budgets and reduced as
many dollars as they could. School sites were asked to identify dollar savings they
could also contribute. A Budget Committee comprised of District staff and Presidents
of the three employee organizations developed Committee recommendations, with
priorities. The Committee’s recommendations were studied by Cabinet members, who
then offered additional suggestions and priorities. The Board of Trustees then
reviewed the Cabinet recommended list during two meetings, and developed Board
priorities of recommended reductions to address negotiation priorities. The list
presented for Board Action is in Board priority order, totaling $3.7 million. As further
information becomes available that will affect the District’s financial status, Board
approved actions required to implement for District financial solvency could be
reduced or increased.

REVIEW AND UPDATE ON STUDENT ENROLLMENT PROJECTIONS

The District began the review of school site boundaries and enrollment in the
fall of 2002. The consulting firm of David Taussig & Associates was contracted
to review the next five years of student attendance data. This attendance data
was used to configure attendance boundaries for the elementary and junior
high schools within the district as Fisler School was projected to open. As a
part of this study the District determined some basic assumptions for school
size. At the time of the study it was shown that there was an increase in junior
high aged students passing through the District over the five period that would
require all of the junior highs to exceed the desired capacity levels. It was also
shown that the District could not convert a current elementary school site to a
junior high without impacting elementary sites at the time.

The Board of Trustees took action on April 27, 2004 on recommendations to
convert Beechwood School to a K-8 configuration to assist in reducing the
junior high growth beyond the benchmark of 1000 students. It has been stated
that we no longer have a concern with enroliment due to declining enrollment
both District and County wide. This report will help clarify student enroliment
issues in relation to that reported decline.

In accordance with the Impact Mitigation Agreement entered into by and between the
District and LSF II — Fullerton, LLC established the terms by which CFD No. 2001-1
will fund school facilities and non-school facilities required to serve the development
within the boundaries of CFD No. 2001-1.

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RATE AND METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT FOR
COMMUNITY FACILITIES DISTRICT NO. 2001-1
OF FULLERTON SCHOOL DISTRICT

The following sets forth the Rate and Mcthod of Apportionment for the levy and collection of
Special Taxes of Fullerton School District ("School District") Community Facilities District No.
2001-1 ("CFD No. 2001-1"). An Annual Special Tax shall be levied on and collected in CFD
No. 2001-1 each Fiscal Year, in an amount determined through the application of the Rate and
Method of Apportionment described below. All of the real property in CFD No. 2001-1, unless
exempted by law or by the provisions hercof. shall be taxed for the purposes. to the extent, and in

the manner herein provided.

SECTION A
DEFINITIONS

The terms hereinafter set forth have the following meanings:

"Acreage" means the land area of an Assessor's Parcel as shown on an Assessor'’s Parcel Map or
as calculated from the applicable Assessor's Parcel Map by the Board.

"Act" means the Mello-Roos Communities Facilities Act of 1982 as amended, being Chapter
2.5, Division 2 of Title 5 of the Government Code of the State of California.

"Administrative Expenses" means any ordinary and necessary expense incurred by the School
District on behalf of CFD No. 2001-1 related to the determination of the amount of the levy of
Special Taxes, the collection of Special Taxes including the expenses of collecting
delinquencies, the administration of Bonds, the payment of salaries and benefits of any School
District employee whose duties are directly related to the administration of CFD No. 2001-1, and
costs otherwise incurred in order to carry out the authorized purposes of CFD No. 2001-1.

"Annual Special Tax" means the Special Tax actually levied in any Fiscal Year on any
Assessor’s Parcel.

" Assessor’s Parcel” means a lot er-parcel of land designated on an Assessor’s Parcel Map with
an assigned Assessor’s Parcel Number within the boundaries of CFD No. 2001-1.

"Assessor’s Parcel Map" means an officiai map of the Assessor of the County designating
parcels by Assessor’s Parcel Number.

"Assessor’s Parcel Number"” means that number assigned to an Assessor’s Parcel by the
County for purposes of identification.

"Assigned Annual Special Tax" means the Special Tax of that name described in Section D
below.



v Attached Unit" means a Unit that is located or shall be located within a building m which each
of the individual Units has or shall have at lcast one common wall with another Unit

"Backup Annual Special Tax" means the Special Tax of that name described in Section E
below.

"Board" means the Board of Trustees of Fullerton School District or its designee as the
legislative body of CFD No. 2001-1.

"Bonds" means any obligation to repay a sum of money, including obligations in the form of
bonds, notes, certificates of participation. long-term leases, loans from government agencies, or
loans from banks, other financial institutions, private businesses, or individuals, or long-term
contracts, or any refunding thereof, which obligation may be incurred by CFD No. 2001-1 or the

School District.

"Building Permit' means a permit for the construction of one or more Units. For purposes of
this definition, "Building Permit" shall not include permits for construction or installation of
commercial/industrial structures, parking structures, retaining walls, utility improvements, or
other such improvements not intended for human habitation.

"Building Square Footage" or "BSF" means the square footage of assessable internal living
space of a Unit, exclusive of any carports, walkways, garages, overhangs, patios, enclosed patios.
detached accessory structure, or other structures not used as living space, as determined by
reference to the Building Permit for such Unit.

"Calendar Year" means the period commencing January 1 of any year and ending the
following December 31.

"County" means the County of Orange.
"Detached Unit" means a Unit which is not an Attached Unit.

"Developed Property' means all Assessor’s Parcels of Taxable Property for which Building
Permits were issued on or before May 1 of the prior Fiscal Year, provided that such Assessor's
Parcels were created on or before Januarv 1 of the prior Fiscal Year and that each such
Assessor's Parcel is associated with a Lot, as determined reasonably by the Board.

"Exempt Property" means all Assessor’s Parcels designated as being exempt from Special
Taxes in Section J.

"Final Map" means a final tract map, parcel map, lot line adjustment, or functionally equivalent
map or instrument that creates building sites. recorded in the County Office of the Recorder.

"Fiscal Year" means the period commencing on July 1 of any vear and ending the following

June 30.
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"Lot" means an individual legal lot created by a Final Map tor which a Building Permit could
be issued.

"Maximum Special Tax" means the maximum Special Tax, determined in accordance with
Scction C, that can be levied by CFD No. 2001-1 in any Fiscal Year on any Assessor’s Parcel.

"Minimum Annual Special Tax Requirement’ means the amount required in any Fiscal Year
to pay: (i) the debt service or the periodic costs on all cutstanding Bonds, (i) Administrative
Expenses of CFD No. 2001-1, (iii) the costs associated with the release of funds from an escrow
account, and (iv) any amount required to estabiish or replenish any reserve funds established in
association with the Bonds, less (v) any amount available to pay debt service or other periodic
costs on the Bonds pursuant to any applicable bond indenture, fiscal agent agreement, or trust

agreement.

"Partial Prepayment Amount” means the amount required to prepay a portion of the Annual
Special Tax obligation for an Assessor’s Parcel, as described in Section H.

"Prepayment Amount" means the amount required to prepay the Annual Special Tax
obligation in full for an Assessor’s Parcel, as described in Section G.

"Proportionately” means that the ratio of the actual Annual Special Tax levy to the applicable
Special Tax is equal for all applicable Assessor's Parcels.

"Special Tax" means any of the special taxes authorized to be levied by CFD No. 2001-1
pursuant to the Act.

"Taxable Property" means all Assessor’s Parcels which are not Exempt Property.

"Undeveloped Property" means all Assessor’s Parcels of Taxable Property which are not
Deve loped Property.

"Unit" means each separate residential dwelling unit which comprises an independent facility
capable of conveyance separate from adjacent residential dwelling units.

SECTION B
CLASSIFICATION OF ASSESSOR’S PARCELS

For each Fiscal Year, beginning with Fiscal Year 2001-02, each Assessor’s Parcel within CFD
No. 2001-1 shall be classified as Developed Property, Undeveloped Property, or Exempt

Property.
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SECTION E
BACKUP ANNUAL SPECIAL TAXES

Each Fiscal Year, each Assessor's Parcel of Developed Property shall be subject to a Backup
Annual Special Tax. In each Fiscal Year, the Backup Annual Special Tax rate for Developed
Property within a Final Map shall be the rate per Lot calculated according to the following

formula:

Notwithstanding the foregoing, if all or any portion of the Final Map(s) described in the
preceding paragraph is subsequently changed or modified, then the Backup Annual Special Tax
for each Assessor’s Parcel of Developed Property in such Final Map area that is changed or
modified shall be a rate per square foot of Acreage calculated as follows:

1. Determine the total Backup Annual Special Taxes anticipated to apply to
the changed or modified Final Map area prior to the change or

modification.

2. The result of paragraph 1 above shall be divided by the Acreage of
Taxable Property which is ultimately expected to exist in such changed or
modified Final Map area, as reasonably determined by the Board.

3. The result of paragraph 2 above shall be divided by 43,560. The result is
the Backup Annual Special Tax per square foot of Acreage which shall be
applicable to Assessor's Parcels of Developed Property in such changed or
modified Final Map area for all remaining Fiscal Years in which the

Special Tax may be levied.

SECTION F
METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT OF THE ANNUAL SPECIAL TAX

Commencing Fiscal Year 2001-02 and for each subsequent Fiscal Year, the Board shall levy
Annual Special Taxes as follows:
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Step One: The Board shall levy an Annual Special Tax on ecach Asscssor's Parcel of
Developed Property in an amount equal to the Assigned Annual Special Tax
applicable to each such Assessor’s Parcel.

Step Two: If the sum of the amounts collected in step one is insufficient to satisty the
Minimum Annual Special Tax Requirement, then the Board shall additionally
levy an Annual Special Tax Proportionately on each Assessor’s Parcel of
Undeveloped Property, up to the Assigned Annual Special Tax applicable to each
such Assessor’s Parcel, to satisty the Minimum Annual Special Tax Requirement.

Step Three:  If the sum of the amounts collected in steps one and two is insufficient to satisty
the Minimum Annual Special Tax Requirement, then the Board shall additionally
levy an Annual Special Tax Proportionately on each Assessor’s Parcel of
Developed Property, up to the Maximum Special Tax applicable to each such
Assessor’s Parcel, to satisfy the Minimum Annual Special Tax Requirement.

SECTION G
PREPAYMENT OF ANNUAL SPECIAL TAXES

The Annual Special Tax obligation of an Assessor's Parcel, as calculated in Section G.2. below.
may be prepaid in full at the times and under the conditions set forth in this Section G, provided
that there are no delinquent Special Taxes, penalties, or interest charges outstanding with respect '
to such Assessor’s Parcel at the time the Annual Special Tax obligation would be prepaid.

1. Prepavment Times and Conditions

a. Undeveloped Property

Prior to the issuance of a Building Permit for the construction of a production
Unit on a Lot within a Final Map area, the owner of no less than all the Taxable
Property within such Final Map area may elect in writing to the Board to prepay
the Annual Special Tax obligations for all the Assessor’s Parcels within such
Final Map area in full, as calculated in Section G.2. below. The prepayment of
the Annual Special Tax obligation for each such Assessor’s Parcel shall be
collected prior to the issuance of the Building Permit with respect to such

Assessor's Parcel.

b. Developed Property

In any Fiscal Year following the first Fiscal Year in which such Assessor’s Parcei
was classified as Developed Property, the owner of such an Assessor’'s Parcel
may prepay the Annual Special Tax obligation for such Assessor’s Parcel in full,
as calculated in Section G.2. below.
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Prepayment Amount

The Prepayment Amount for an Assessor’s Parcel eligible for prepayment shall be

determined as described below.

a. Prior to Issuance of Bonds

The Prepayment Amount for each applicable Assessor's Parcel prior to the

issuance of Bonds shall be determined by reference to Table 2.

b. Subsequent to Issuance of Bonds

Subsequent to the issuance of Bonds, the Prepayment Amount for each applicable
Assessor's Parcel shall be calculated according to the following formula

(capitalized terms defined below):

Bond Redemption Amount

plus Redemption Premium

plus Defeasance

plus Administrative Fee

less Reserve Fund Credit _
equals Prepayment Amount

As of the date of prepayment, the Prepayment Amount shall be calculated as
follows:

1. For Assessor’s Parcels of Developed Property, compute the sum of the
Assigned Annual Special Taxes and the Backup Annual Special Taxes
applicable to the Assessor’s Parcel. ~ For Assessor’s Parcels of
Undeveloped Property, compute the sum of the Assigned Annual Special
Taxes and the Backup Annual Special Taxes applicable to the Assessor’s
Parcel as though it was already designated as Developed Property, based
upon the Building Permit issued or to be issued for that Assessor’s Parcel.
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For each Assessor’s Parcel of Developed Property or Undeveloped
Property to be prepaid, (a) divide the sum of the Assigned Annual Special
Taxes computed pursuant to paragraph 1 for such Assessor's Parcel by the
sum of the estimated Assigned Annual Special Taxes applicable to all
Assessor’s Parcels of Developed Property at buildout, as reasonably
determined by the Board. and (b) divide the sum of Backup Annual
Special Tax computed pursuant to paragraph 1 for such Assessor's Parcel
by the sum of the estimated Backup Annual Special Taxes applicable to all
Assessor’s Parcels of Developed Property at buildout, as reasonably
determined by the Board.

The amount determined pursuant to Section G.2.b. shall be (a) increased
by the portion of the Bonds allocable to costs of issuance, reserve fund
deposits, and capitalized interest with respect to the applicable Assessor’s
Parcel and (b) reduced by the amount of regularly retired principal which
is allocable to the applicable Assessor’s Parcel, as determined by the
Board. The result is the "Outstanding Gross Prepayment Amount." In no
event shall any Annual Special Taxes determined to have been used to
make a regularly scheduled principal payment on the Bonds be adjusted
for any increase in any cost index or other basis subsequent to the date of
the applicable principal payment.

Multiply the larger quotient computed pursuant to paragraph 2(a) or 2(b)
by the face value of all outstanding Bonds. If the product is greater than
the Outstanding Gross Prepayment Amount, then the product shall be the
"Bond Redemption Amount.” If the product is less than the Outstanding
Gross Prepayment Amount, then the Outstanding Gross Prepayment
Amount shall be the "Bond Redemption Amount.”

Multiply the Bond Redemption Amount by the applicable redemption
premium, if any, on the outstanding Bonds to be redeemed with the
proceeds of the Bond Redemption Amount. This product is the
"Redemption Premium."

Compute the amount needed to pay interest on the Bond Redemption
Amount, the Redemption Premium, and the Reserve Fund Credit (see step
10) to be redeemed with the proceeds of the Prepayment Amount until the
earliest call date for the outstanding Bonds.

Estimate the amount of interest eamings to be derived from the
reinvestment of the Bond Redemption Amount plus the Redemption

Premium until the earliest call date for the outstanding Bonds.

Subtract the amount computed pursuant to paragraph 7 from the amount
computed pursuant to paragraph 0. This difference is the "Defeasance.”
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9. Estimate the administrative fees and expenses associated with the
prepayment, including the costs of computation of the Prepayment
Amount, the costs of redeeming Bonds, and the costs of recording any
notices to evidence the prepayment and the redemption. This amount is
the "Administrative Fee."

10.  Calculate the "Reserve Fund Credit" as the lesser of: (a) the expected
reduction in the applicable reserve requirements, if any, associated with
the redemption of outstanding Bonds as a result of the prepayment, or (b)
the amount derived by subtracting the new reserve requirements in effect
after the redemption of outstanding Bonds as a result of the prepayment
from the balance in the applicable reserve funds on the prepayment date.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the reserve fund requirement is satisfied
by a surety bond or other instrument at the time of the prepayment, then
no Reserve Fund Credit shall be given. Notwithstanding the foregoing,
the Reserve Fund Credit shall in no event be less than 0.

11.  The Prepayment Amount is equal to the sum of the Bond Redemption
Amount, the Redemption Premium, the Defeasance, and the
Administrative Fee, less the Reserve Fund Credit.

With respect to an Annual Special Tax obligation that is prepaid pursuant to this Section G, the '
Board shall indicate in the records of CFD No. 2001-2 that there has been a prepayment of the
Annual Special Tax obligation and shall cause a suitable notice to be recorded in compliance
with the Act to indicate the prepayment of the Annual Special Tax obligation and the release of
the Annual Special Tax lien on such Assessor’s Parcel, and the obligation of such Assessor’s

Parcel to pay such Annual Special Taxes shall cease.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, no prepayment will be allowed unless the amount of Annual
Special Taxes that may be levied on Taxable Property, net of Administrative Expenses, shall be
at least 1.1 times the regularly scheduled annual interest and principal payments on all currently
outstanding Bonds in each future Fiscal Year and such prepayment will not impair the security of
all currently outstanding Bonds, as reasonably determined by the Board.

SECTION H
PARTIAL PREPAYMENT OF ANNUAL SPECIAL TAXES

The Annual Special Tax obligation of an Assessor's Parcel, as calculated in Section H.2. below,
may be partially prepaid at the times and under the conditions set forth in this section, provided
that there are no delinquent Special Taxes, penalties, or interest charges outstanding with respect
to such Assessor’s Parcel at the time the Annual Special Tax obligation would be prepaid.
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1. Partial Prepayment Times and Conditions

Prior to the issuance of the first Building Permit for the construction of a production Unit
on a Lot within a Final Map area, the owner of no less than all the Taxable Property
within such Final Map area may elect in writing to the Board to prepay a portion of the
Annual Special Tax obligations for all the Assessor’s Parcels within such Final Map area,
as calculated in Section H.2. below. The partial prepayment of each Annual Special Tax
obligation shall be collected prior to the issuance of the first Building Permit with respect

to each Assessor's Parcel.

2. Partial Prepayment Amount

The Partial Prepayment Amount shall be calculated according to the following formula:
PP =PgxF

The terms above have the following meanings:

PP = the Partial Prepayment Amount
PG = the Prepayment Amount calculated according to Section G
F = the percent by which the owner of the Assessor’s Parcel is partially

prepaying the Annual Special Tax obligation

3. Partial Prepayment Procedures and Limitations

With respect to any Assessor’s Parcel that is partially prepaid, the Board shall indicate in
the records of CFD No. 2001-1 that there has been a partial prepayment of the Annual
Special Tax obligation and shall cause a suitable notice to be recorded in compliance with
the Act to indicate the partial prepayment of the Annual Special Tax obligation and the
partial release of the Annual Special Tax lien on such Assessor’s Parcel, and the
obligation of such Assessor’s Parcel to pay such prepaid portion of the Annual Special

Tax shall cease.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, no partial prepayment will be allowed unless the amount of
Annual Special Taxes that may be levied on Taxable Property after such partial prepayment, net
of Administrative Expenses, shall be at least 1.1 times the regularly scheduled annual interest
and principal payments on all currently outstanding Bonds in each future Fiscal Year.

SECTION1
TERMINATION OF SPECIAL TAX

Annual Special Taxes shall be levied for a period of thirty-three (33) Fiscal Years after Bonds
have been issued, provided that Annual Special Taxes shall not be levied after 2037-38.
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SECTION J
EXEMPTIONS

The Board shall classify as Exempt Property (i) Assessor’s Parcels owned by the State of
California, Federal or other local governments, (i) Assessor’s Parcels which are used as places
of worship and are exempt from ad valorem property taxes because they are owned by a
religious organization, (iii) Assessor’s Parcels used exclusively by a homeowners' association,
(iv) Assessor’s Parcels with public or utility easements making impractical their utilization for
other than the purposes set forth in the easement, (v) Assessor’s Parcels developed or expected to
be developed exclusively for nor-residential use, including any use directly servicing any non
residential property, such as parking, as reasonably determined by the Board, and (vi) any other
Assessor’s Parcels at the reasonable discretion of the Board, provided that no such classification
would reduce the sum of all Taxable Property to less than 95.06 acres of Acreage.
Notwithstanding the above, the Board shall not classify an Assessor’s Parcel as Exempt Property
if such classification would reduce the sum of all Taxable Property to less than 95.06 acres of
Acreage. Assessor's Parcels which cannot be classified as Exempt Property because such
classification would reduce the Acreage of all Taxable Property to less than 95.06 acres of
Acreage will continue to be classified as Developed Property or Undeveloped Property, as
applicable, and will continue to be subject to Special Taxes accordingly.

SECTION K
APPEALS

Any property owner claiming that the amount or application of the Special Tax is not correct
may file a written notice of appeal with the Board not later than twelve months after having paid
the first installment of the Special Tax that is disputed. A representative(s) of CFD No. 2001-1
shall promptly review the appeal, and if necessary, meet with the property owner, consider
written and oral evidence regarding the amount of the Special Tax, and rule on the appeal. If the
representative’s decision requires that the Special Tax for an Assessor’s Parcel be modified or
changed in favor of the property owner, a cash refund shall not be made (except for the last year
of levy), but an adjustment shall be made to the Annual Special Tax on that Assessor’s Parcel in

the subsequent Fiscal Year(s).

SECTION L
MANNER OF COLLECTION

The Annual Special Tax shall be collected in the same manner and at the same time as ordinary
ad valorem property taxes, provided, however, that CFD No. 2001-1 may collect Annual Special

Taxes at a different time or in a different manner if necessary to meet its financial obligations.
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
