INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

This AGREEMENT is herby entered into between the Fullerton School District, hereinafter

referred to as “DISTRICT” and Dr. Loretta Donovan, hereinafter referred to as ‘CONTRACTOR.”

WHEREAS, DISTRICT is authorized by Section 53060 of the California Government Code to

Compensation. DISTRICT agrees to pay the CONTRACTOR for services satisfactorily
rendered pursuant to this AGREEMENT a total fee not to exceed Two thousand dollars
($2, 000.00).

Expenses. DISTRICT shall not be liable to CONTRACTOR for any costs

or expenses paid or incurred by CONTRACTOR in performing services for DISTRICT,

except as follows:

Independent Contractor. CONTRACTOR, in the performance of this




AGREEMENT, shall be and act as an independent contractor. CONTRACTOR
understands and agrees that he/she and all of his/her employees shall not be
considered officers, employees, or agents of the DISTRICT, and are not entitled to
benefits of any kind or nature normally entitled, including, but not limited to, State
Unemployment Compensation or Worker's Compensation. CONTRACTOR assumes
the full responsibility for the acts and/or omissions of his/her employees or agents as
they relate to the services to be provided under this AGREEMENT. CONTRACTOR
shall assume full responsibility for payment of all federal, state and local taxes or
contributions, including unemployment insurance, social security, and income taxes
with respect to CONTRACTOR’S employees.

Materials. CONTRACTOR shall furnish, at his/her own expense, all

labor, materials, equipment, supplies, and other items necessary to complete the
services to be provided pursuant to this AGREEMENT, except as follows: ------------———-

recommendations prepared in accordance with generally and currently accepted
principles and practices of his/her profession.
