The Acacia School Technology Committee developed a three-year technology
plan to begin in the 04-05 school year. The Committee understands the State’s
and Acacia’s budgetary situation, and decided to solicit community financial
support in order to move forward. As a first step toward the goal, a grant
application was approved by the Phelps’ Foundation for $17,000 for teacher
laptops. In order to fully implement Acacia’s and the Board’s goal of integrating
technology, laptop computers are needed for the rest of the staff, along with
airport cards. Acacia is also focusing on student achievement using Edusoft as
a major tool in making data driven decisions. A leadership room will be utilized
and function as a professional area to analyze Acacia’s student data on a
regular basis. Several necessary items are required to complete this room,
including an airport station, a projector and screen, adult tables and adult
chairs.

The Phelps grant can only partially support achieving this technology goal.
Acacia will use the Phelps’ $17,000 as its 50%, and requests District 50%
“matching” funds to assist in meeting this goal.

Staff recommends Board approval to provide District matching funds.

The appropriations limit for 2004/05 is estimated to be $61,142,312.65 and the appropriations in the
2004/05 budget do not exceed the limitations imposed by Article Xlll B of the California Constitution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the documentation used in determining the appropriations limit shall be
available to the public at 1401 West Valencia Drive, Fullerton, California 92833.

FUNDS FOR A SCHOOL READINESS NURSE

The Children & Families Commission of Orange County proposed a School
Nurse Expansion Project at its December 2003 meeting as an opportunity to
build on current school nursing services funded in conjunction with the School
Readiness Initiative. In February 2004 the Orange County Children and
Families Commission established a School Readiness Nurse Initiative to define
and promote school readiness for all children from prenatal to age five. The
entitlement for this grant comes from Proposition 10 funds to establish a
School Readiness Nurse position in Fullerton School District for two years,
August 2004 through June 2006 utilizing a similar implementation strategy as
the successful funding program for School Readiness Coordinators at school
districts.

The School Readiness Nurse will promote lifelong health and health practices
in children 0-5 and their families within the school district boundaries to
prevent/decrease health problems, diseases and disorders and/or to facilitate
early identification and treatment of health problems; thereby reducing long-
term health care costs, promoting quality of life and potential for successful
educational experiences.

Claire Y. Morey, OCDE Legal Services, Lee J. Hanson, Risk Services
Consultant, ASCIP, and Mark Douglas, Assistant Superintendent of Personnel
Services have reviewed this contract agreement, on file in the
Superintendent’s Office. Recommended changes have been noted on the
contract and communicated to the OCDE Superintendent of Schools and the
Orange County Children and Families Commission.

Funds from this grant will to be used to support the School Readiness Nurse
position for the Fullerton School District.

$75,000 will be applied to (01) general fund in 2004-2005. An additional
$75,000 will be applied to (01) general fund account for the 2005-2006 school
year.
