AGREEMENT FOR INSTALLATION
MAINTENANCE AND JOINT USE OF FIELD LIGHTS
AND ASSOCIATED FIELD IMPROVEMENTS AT
RICHMAN ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

This Agreement is entered into this ___ day of , 2007, by and between
the FULLERTON SCHOOL DISTRICT, a California public school district (“DISTRICT”),
and the CITY OF FULLERTON, a California municipal corporation (“CITY”) (collectively
the “Parties”) with regard to the following recitals.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, pursuant to Education Code §§17527 et seq., a school district may enter
into an agreement with another governmental entity for the joint use of park and recreation
facilities located on school district property pursuant to terms and conditions as more fully set
forth therein.

WHEREAS, the DISTRICT and the CITY have entered into a School District
Maintenance Agreement dated July 1, 2003 pursuant to which the CITY has agreed to maintain
and jointly use certain of DISTRICT school grounds and park facilities, including those located
at Richman Elementary School (“School Site”). Nothing in this Agreement is intended to affect
or alter the Parties’ respective rights and obligations concerning the School DISTRICT
Maintenance Agreement which remains in full force and effect pursuant to the terms and
conditions thereof.

WHEREAS, the Parties believe that the installation and maintenance of Athletic Field
Lights and Associated Field Improvements and joint use of the same by DISTRICT and CITY at
the School Site, as set forth hereinafter, will greatly enhance the community and is in the best
interests of the students, community youth and other community members.

WHEREAS, the CITY has agreed to design and install the Athletic Field Lights and
Associated Field Improvements in such a fashion as to minimize disruption to the residents of
the surrounding neighborhood and to employ all measures reasonably required to ensure the
safety of the children of the school.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Education Code §17529, the DISTRICT has determined that, in
accordance with this Agreement, the proposed joint use of the School Site will not interfere with
the educational program or activities of any school or class conducted upon the School Site, will
not unduly disrupt the residents in the surrounding neighborhood and will not jeopardize the
safety of the children of the school.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements set forth
herein and for good and valuable consideration, the Parties agree as follows:
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AGREEMENT

1. Design and Installation of Athletic Field Lights and Associated Field Improvements.
The CITY agrees to take all acts at its sole cost and expense (and at no cost or expense to the

DISTRICT) to design, construct, install and maintain Athletic Field Lights and Associated Field
Improvements at the School Site as generally depicted in the attached Exhibit “A”. All
improvements, including the Athletic Field Lights and Associated Field Improvements, shown
on the attached Exhibit “A” to be designed, constructed and installed by CITY, shall be referred
to collectively herein as the “Athletic Field Lights and Associated Field Improvements”. The
Athletic Field Lights and Associated Field Improvements shall be phased as per the following
schedule. The actual installation of these improvements is contingent upon available funding,
and need as determined by CITY and will be installed solely at the discretion of CITY:

* Phase I — Installation of Athletic Field Lights on Field #1 (Outside of existing school
fence adjacent to Richman Park).

* Phase II — Associated Field Improvements on Field #1 to include grading, drainage, and
irrigation improvements.

1.1 CITY Responsibilities. CITY shall be responsible for designing and specifying
the equipment and materials to deliver, construct and install the Athletic Field Lights and
Associated Field Improvements. CITY acknowledges that all construction activities on the
School Site are governed and controlled by the Division of the State Architect, State of
California (“DSA”) and agrees that the design, approval and construction of the Athletic Field
Lights and Associated Field Improvements shall be in strict accordance with DSA and other
applicable requirements. CITY agrees to pay all fees to obtain required approvals. CITY shall
be responsible for complying with any and all laws pertaining to the installation of the Athletic
Field Lights and Associated Field Improvements, including but not limited to environmental
review and approvals. CITY shall be responsible for complying with the requirements of Public
Resources Code §§21000 et seq. (“CEQA”) and shall act as the lead agency in complying with
applicable CEQA requirements, subject to approval by the DISTRICT’S Board of Education.
CITY shall evaluate all site conditions for the construction and installation of the Athletic Field
Lights and Associated Field Improvements. CITY shall award all contracts necessary for the
design and installation of the Athletic Field Lights and Associated Field Improvements in
accordance with applicable law and shall administer and manage the construction and installation
activities.

1.2 DISTRICT Approvals. CITY shall consult with DISTRICT concerning the
design and specification of equipment and materials to be installed. DISTRICT shall have the
right to approve the specification of equipment and materials and the location of the Athletic
Field Lights and Associated Field Improvements at the School Site. CITY shall coordinate all
activities with DISTRICT representatives. DISTRICT shall not bear any cost or expense related
to any aspect of the design, construction, installation or maintenance of the Athletic Field Lights
and Associated Field Improvements unless other wise noted in this agreement.
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2. Use of Field Lights.

2.1 DISTRICT Use.

2.1.1 Normal School Days. DISTRICT shall have use of the fields and Athletic
Field Lights during the normal school day, from 7:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. Monday through Friday,
excluding school holidays and vacations (“Normal School Days™). Normal School Days include
the DISTRICT’s regular school year and summer sessions.

2.1.2  School Related Activities. In addition to use during Normal School Days,
DISTRICT shall have use of the Athletic Field Lights for school-related activities, events and
functions on the athletic fields. Consistent with Section 7 of the School District Maintenance
Agreement, DISTRICT shall provide CITY with DISTRICT fall/winter schedules by September
15, and DISTRICT Spring schedules by February 15. The number of DISTRICT school related
activities shall not exceed seven (7) days in a school year (September — June).

DISTRICT and CITY shall control the operation of the Athletic Field Lights
during each party’s respective use of the fields and Field Lights. CITY shall provide DISTRICT
with keys and all required access to the control of the Athletic Field Lights.

2.1.3  Reimbursement of DISTRICT Use. The DISTRICT will reimburse the
CITY for the costs associated with its actual use of the Athletic Field Lights according to the
schedule set forth in Exhibit B of this Agreement. The parties will meet annually to mutually
adjust the costs set forth in Exhibit B.

2.2 CITY Use. CITY shall have the right to use the athletic fields and Athletic Field
Lights for CITY’s park and recreation purposes after Normal School Days, Monday through
Friday beginning at 4:00 p.m., during school vacation periods, and on Saturdays and Sundays
when the DISTRICT does not have a school function scheduled (“CITY’s Use™)

2.3 No Alcohol or Tobacco. The Parties agree that possession or consumption of
alcohol or tobacco products shall not be permitted at any time on school grounds.

3. Ownership of Field Lights. The Athletic Field Lights and all related equipment and
materials installed or constructed by CITY shall be the property of the CITY upon such
installation or construction.

4. Maintenance of Field Lights.

4.1 Staffing. Each Party shall be responsible for providing adequate staffing and
appropriate supervision during each Party’s use of the fields and Athletic Field Lights as set forth
herein. For purposes of this Agreement, all persons employed in the performance of services and
functions for CITY shall be deemed to be either CITY employees or agents of CITY, and no
CITY employee or agent of the CITY shall be considered to be an employee of the DISTRICT
under the jurisdiction of the DISTRICT, nor shall such CITY employees have any DISTRICT
civil service or other status while an employee of CITY. All persons employed in the
performance of services and functions for the DISTRICT shall be deemed to be either
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DISTRICT employees or agents of DISTRICT, and no DISTRICT employee or agent of the
DISTRICT shall be considered to be an employee of CITY under the jurisdiction of the CITY,
nor shall such DISTRICT employees have any CITY civil service or other status while an
employee of the DISTRICT.

4.2 Maintenance. CITY shall be responsible for performing all regular maintenance
and repair of the Athletic Field Lights to keep them in good and safe working order, free of
graffiti, damage, foreign substances or other aesthetic impairments. CITY shall secure the
services of contractors, vendors or others to perform such maintenance or may use CITY forces
to provide said maintenance. Such maintenance and repair work shall be performed within a
reasonable period of time after discovery by CITY or notification by DISTRICT of the need of
such maintenance or repair. The Parties agree that the cost of all such repair and maintenance
shall be borne by CITY unless the damage repair and maintenance required is a direct result of
acts or omissions of DISTRICT. In the case of an emergency, DISTRICT shall call the CITYs
Maintenance Services Department or Police Dispatch if after Maintenance Services business
hours. If time does not permit, DISTRICT may make such repairs as required in order to ensure
the safety of persons and property and CITY shall promptly reimburse DISTRICT for the costs
of such repairs.

4.3 Utilities. CITY, at its sole cost and expense, shall be responsible for obtaining
and maintaining electrical service necessary for the operation and use of the Athletic Field
Lights. The costs for utility services shall be borne by CITY, except for DISTRICT use as
provided in Section 2.1.3 of this Agreement. Electrical service to the Athletic Field Lights shall
be separately metered and billed to the CITY.

4.4 Damage or Destruction.

4.4.1 Insurance Coverage. If the Athletic Field Lights or any portion thereof is
damaged or destroyed by an event covered by property/casualty insurance, the Parties shall use
the entire proceeds of such insurance to repair, replace, or rebuild the Field Lights or the portion
destroyed or damaged. In such event, CITY shall be responsible for payment of the deductible,
if any, due on such property/casualty insurance policy. If damage is caused by DISTRICT use,
then DISTRICT shall reimburse CITY for the deductible.

4.4.2 No Insurance Coverage. If the Athletic Field Lights or any portion thereof
which substantially impairs or prevents the use of the Athletic Field Lights is damaged or
destroyed by an event not covered by property/casualty insurance and not caused, in whole or in
part, by the acts or omissions of CITY or DISTRICT, CITY, at its sole discretion, shall
determine whether or not to repair, replace, re-build, or remove the Field Lights or the portion
thereof damaged or destroyed. If the CITY elects to repair, replace, rebuild, or remove the Field
Lights, the costs of the same shall be borne solely by the CITY.

4.4.3 Damage or Destruction Caused by CITY or DISTRICT. If the Athletic
Field Lights or any portion thereof is damaged or destroyed by the acts or omissions of CITY or
DISTRICT, the Party causing such damage shall be solely responsible for the cost of repair,
replacement, rebuilding, or removal. In any event, CITY shall be solely responsible for
determining the course of action and performing the repair, replacement, rebuilding, or removal
of the Athletic Field Lights within a reasonable time and in accordance with DSA requirements,

the cost of which will be reimbursed by DISTRICT in the event the damage or destruction is
caused by the acts or omissions of the DISTRICT, subject to the provisions of paragraph 4.4.1
hereinabove.

S. Additional Sanitary Facilities. It is anticipated that the restroom facilities at Richman
Park are adequate to serve field users needs. In the event that field use programmed by CITY is
anticipated to exceed the ability of the restrooms at Richman Park to adequately provide sanitary
services to field users, temporary porta-potty units may be brought onto Field No. 1 as depicted
on the attached Exhibit A for short term usage at CITY expense. CITY is responsible for
service of the portable restrooms and any damage caused by their use.

6. Trash Collection and Disposal. CITY will emphasize with field users the importance of
picking up and disposal of all trash generated by players and spectators. CITY will provide
CITY’s user groups trash bags and will periodically visit the site in the evenings to observe the
activities and to emphasize to players, coaches, and spectators the importance of keeping the
field clean.

7. Locking of Richman School Gate (East Side of School). CITY staff will work with

DISTRICT staff to coordinate the closure and locking of the pedestrian gate on the east side of
the school.

8. Surveillance Services. CITY staff as part of their normal patrol of Richman School
Athletic Field will report any unusual or illegal activity they observe occurring at the school to
the police and to DISTRICT representatives as designated by the DISTRICT.

9. Alternative Neighborhood Access to Park. CITY staff will investigate the possibility
of providing a pedestrian walkway within the flood control channel right of way on the south
side of the school. The actual construction of a pedestrian walkway along the channel is
contingent upon receiving a permit from the Orange County Flood Control District and funds
made available for the improvements.

10. Term of Agreement. The term of this Agreement shall be 25 years and commence
upon the date of approval of this agreement by both Parties’ respective governing bodies and
shall terminate on June 30, 2032. Throughout the term of this Agreement, and upon termination
of this Agreement, DISTRICT shall retain sole and complete ownership of the School Site.
CITY shall retain ownership of all lighting poles, fixtures, bulbs, ballasts, conduit, control
panels, timers, and all other Athletic Field Light equipment. This agreement includes a 25 year
renewal period unless the agreement has been terminated for cause or agreement by both parties.
Termination for cause shall be limited to gross failure of CITY or DISTRICT to abide by the
stated conditions of this agreement. If either Party decides not to renew this agreement, the
terminating Party shall notify the other in writing at least one year before the first 25 year term
expires.

11.  Termination of Agreement. During the term of this Agreement, this Agreement may
be terminated by either Party only for cause or other legal justification, including but not limited
to the DISTRICT’s compliance with Education Code §§17527 et seq. Upon termination of this
Agreement, provided the term is not extended by mutual agreement of the Parties, CITY, in its
sole discretion, may elect to either (1) remove the Athletic Field Lights and restore the School
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Site to its prior condition, or (2) sell the Field Lights to the DISTRICT at a price mutually agreed
upon, but no greater than fair market value measured at the time of such termination. If the
DISTRICT elects not to purchase the Field Lights at that time, CITY may sell them to another
public agency at an agreed upon price.

12. Indemnification

12.1. CITY Indemnification of DISTRICT. CITY agrees to hold harmless, defend, and
indemnify DISTRICT, its Board members, agents, officers, employees and representatives
against all actions, claims, or demands for injury, death, loss or damages, regardless of fault or
cause, by anyone whomsoever (except to the extent that such injury, death, loss or damage was
due to the negligent or willful acts or omissions of DISTRICT, its Board members, agents,
officers, employees and representatives), whenever such injury, death, loss, damage or claim is a
consequence of, or arises out of, or is incidental to, the use of the School Site, including the Field
Lights, by CITY or any other persons or parties authorized by CITY, other than the DISTRICT,
who uses the School Site, including the Field Lights.

12.2 DISTRICT Indemnification of CITY. DISTRICT agrees to hold harmless,
defend, and indemnify CITY, its Council members, agents, officers, employees and
representatives against actions, claims, or demands for injury, death, loss, damage, regardless of
fault or cause, by anyone whomsoever (except to the extent that such injury, death, loss, or
damage was due to the negligent or willful acts or omissions of CITY, its Council members,
agents, officers, employees and representatives), whenever such injury, death, loss or damage is
a consequence of, or arises out of, or is incidental to, the use of School Site, including the Field
Lights, by DISTRICT or any other persons or parties authorized by DISTRICT, other than
CITY, who uses the School Site, including the Field Lights.

12.3  Indemnification by Third Parties. Each Party agrees to require all third parties
which each Party authorizes to use the School Site or Field Lights to execute a document stating
the following:

DISTRICT, its Board members, agents, officers, employees and representatives
and CITY, its Council members, agents, officers, employees and representatives
against all actions, claims, or demands for injury, death, loss or damages,
regardless of fault or cause, by anyone whomsoever (except where such injury,
death, loss, or damage was solely due to the willful acts or omissions of
DISTRICT and/or CITY, its Board or Council members, agents, officers,
employees and representatives), whenever such injury, death, loss, damage or
claim is a consequence of, or arises out of the use of the School Site or Field
Lights, by [name of organization] or its agents, officers, employees and
representatives.

13.  Insurance
13.1 Coverage Amounts. Each Party shall procure and maintain, during the period of

this Agreement, comprehensive public liability insurance coverage for its acts or omissions
described herein in a form satisfactory to the other Party in the following minimum amounts:

13.2 Endorsements. Endorsements evidencing each Party's coverage shall be provided
to the other Party, and shall include the other Party, its Board and/or Council members, agents,
officers, employees and representatives as named additional insureds, and shall be primary. Said
endorsements shall provide thirty (30) days' written notice to the other Party prior to any material
change, termination or cancellation.

13.3  Third Party Insurance. Each Party agrees to require that all third parties which
use the School Site or Field Lights obtain insurance upon the terms and in the amounts set forth
above and to name DISTRICT, its Board members, agents, officers, employees and
representatives and CITY, its Council members, agents, officers, employees and representatives
as additional insureds.

14. Miscellaneous

14.1 Ownership of the School Site and Field Lights. The Parties acknowledge and
agree that all right, title and interest to the Athletic Field Lights belong to the CITY. The parties
further agree that all rights, title and interest to the School Site and all real property upon which
the Athletic Field Lights are situated is, and shall continue to be vested solely in the DISTRICT.
All items in the nature of personal property which are reasonably necessary for the operation and
maintenance of the Field Lights shall be, the property of the CITY .

142 Modification. This Agreement may be amended or modified only by an
agreement signed by both Parties in writing.

14.3  Cooperation. The Parties agree to use good faith and provide mutual cooperation
to effectuate the provisions of this Agreement, including providing reasonable assistance and
cooperation with other governmental agencies or others involved in the Field Lights, and to do
all further acts as may be reasonably required in order to give full effect to the provisions of this
Agreement.

14.4  Notices. All notices required to each Party under this Agreement shall be given
by personal service or mailed by United States mail, certified mail, postage prepaid, return
receipt requested, addressed to:

Notices personally delivered or delivered by document delivery service shall be deemed effective
upon receipt. Notices mailed shall be deemed effective at noon on the second business day
following deposit in the United States mail.

14.5 Severability. Should any portion, term, condition, or provision of this Agreement
be determined in a final judgment or order of a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal, void,
unenforceable, or in conflict with any law of the state of California, this Agreement shall remain
in full force and effect and shall be interpreted insofar as possible to carry out its intent, and the
remaining portions, terms, conditions, and provisions shall not be affected thereby.

14.6  Waivers. All waivers of any term or condition of this Agreement shall be in
writing. No waiver of any term or condition shall be a waiver of any other term or condition or
the same term or condition at a different time.

147  Applicable Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed under the
laws of the State of California and as if drafted by both Parties hereto.

14.8 Rights and Remedies are Cumulative. Except as may be otherwise expressly
stated in this Agreement, the rights and remedies of the Parties are cumulative, and the exercise
by any Party of one or more of its right or remedies shall not preclude the exercise by it, at the
same time or at different times, or any other rights or remedies for the same default or any other
default by another party.

149 Assignment. This Agreement shall not be assignable by either Party without the
express prior written consent of the other Party.

14.10 Third Party Beneficiaries. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to confer
any rights upon any party not a signatory to this Agreement.

14.11 Binding Effect. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of
the Parties and their successors and assigns.

14.12 Entire Agreement. This Agreement, including the Recitals and Exhibits referred
to herein, represents the entire agreement of the Parties and supersedes all previous negotiations
and agreements between the Parties, whether written or oral, with respect to the subject matter of
this Agreement.

14.13 Provisions Required by Law Deemed Inserted. Each and every provision of law
and clause required by law to be inserted in this Agreement shall be deemed to be inserted herein
and the Agreement shall be read and enforced as though it were included herein.
