Currently, the
approved State assessment to measure English proficiency is the
California English Language Development Test (CELDT). The CELDT
measures four domains: listening and speaking, reading, and writing.
The CELDT is not an appropriate testing instrument to determine
English proficiency for some of our special education moderate to
severely disabled population, as it requires levels of responses beyond
the developmental levels of the students. The California Department of
Education recommends that the Alternate Language Proficiency
Instrument (ALPI) and the Student Oral Language Observation Matrix
(SOLOM) be used as alternate assessments for students with significant
disabilities.

The California Department of Education requires the Fullerton School
District Board of Trustees to approve the ALPI and the SOLOM as
alternate assessments for our moderate/severely handicapped students.

Assembly Bill 1X (Chapter 4, Statues of 1999) established the California Peer
Assistance and Review (PAR) program which allows exemplary teachers to
assist veteran teachers who need to develop their subject matter knowledge,
teaching strategies, or both. On June 13, 2000, the Board approved Fullerton
School District’s participation in the PAR program.

One of the provisions of the program is the establishment of a Joint Panel
comprised of four (4) teachers, and three (3) school administrators. The
Coordinator of Curriculum and Staff Development will oversee the program
(Section 2: Joint Panel-Peer Assistance and Review Agreement). According
to the agreement, (Section 6: B-Compensation) teacher members of the Joint
Panel will receive release time as needed to perform their duties. Due to state
budget cuts, the Joint Panel reduced its stipend from $3,000 to $1,800 per
academic year. This stipend will be provided pending funding and
negotiations..

The four teachers selected for the Joint Panel by the Fullerton Elementary
Teachers Association are Darlene Naslund (Commonwealth), Jeff Dotson
(Ladera Vista), Marion Braddick (Pacific Drive), and Linda Kelley (Sunset
Lane).

The PAR program is funded through the California Department of Education
(CDE) and the State law which regulates the use of these funds. Funds will
be applied to the General Fund (01) income. The stipend for 2003-2004 is to
be paid in two installments: $900 in December, 2003 and $900 in June, 2004
from budget 306. The PAR Joint Panel has adjusted the budget for 2003-2004
to cover all of the expenses for operating the PAR program.
