5. Bullying: What It Is, What It Is Not, and How To Prevent It - Linda Beecher, Assistant Principal

● What is bullying?괴롭힘이란무엇입니까?
○ Repeatedly causing someone to feel stressed, humiliated or threatened in an effort to

assert power or control over that person. (그사람에대한권력이나통제를주장하기위해
누군가에게반복적으로스트레스,굴욕감또는위협을느끼게합니다.)

● Five Types of Bullying (왕따의 5가지유형)
○ verbal, physical, cyber, relational, sexual (언어적,물리적,싸이버,관계적,성적)

● Criteria of Bullying (왕따의기준)
○ Any behavior that is unwanted, threatening, or offensive which results in the victim feeling

threatened or humiliated. (피해자가위협을받거나굴욕감을느끼게하는원치않거나
위협적이거나공격적인모든행동.)

○ Behaviors are repeated (행동이반복된다)
○ Imbalance of power between victim and bully (피해자와왕따사이의힘의불균형)

● Conflict v. Bullying (갈등과왕따)



○ Conflict (갈등) - can happen on one occasion, both parties emotional, starts as an
accident, parties aren’t afraid of each other (한번에발생할수있음,양쪽모두감정적임,
사고로시작됨,당사자는서로를두려워하지않음)

○ Bullying (왕따) - imbalance of power, happens repeatedly, parties involved are not
friends, target/victim feels in danger (힘의균형,반복적으로발생,관련당사자가친구가
아님,대상/피해자가위험에처한느낌)

● Bystander (방관자)
○ don’t stand by and watch the bullying happen (가만히서서괴롭힘이일어나는것을
지켜만보지마십시오.)

● Upstander (대항자)
○ if you see something, say something (목격한것이있으면그에대해말하십시오)

■ stand up to bullies and report it to an adult (괴롭힘에맞서고성인에게
보고하십시오.)
