Nicolas Junior High School is committed to improving student achievement by
increasing the capacity of our junior high school parents to support their students
in mastering grade level content standards in order to fulfill our mission
statement.

The PIQE organization provided parent training to enable them to support their
students’ academic success. In the middle grades curriculum parents are
instructed in methods for supporting their students’ academic achievement,
connecting academic success with positive self esteem, an overcoming
obstacles to student success.

2013-2014 INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT
